The evening begins with
Evening Prayer, led by Fr.

The St. Anselm Institute in-
itiated its popular Doctores Ec-
clesiae faculty-student lunch
seminar series in 2008. The
goal of these lunch seminars is
to provide a friendly interdiscip-
linary setting for UVA stu-
dents and faculty to meet out-
side of their classes and, often,
one's particular area of study.

Each seminar centers on the
life and works of one of the
33 Doctors of the Church; a
learned Saint of the Church like
St. Gregory Palamas; or, on
rare occasion, a modern
saint/Ph.D. like St. Teresa
Benedicta of the Cross/Edith
Stein.

Kant Lin discussed his work
as a pediatric reconstructive
plastic surgeon in light of
John Paul IlI's Theology of
the Body. This past year,
Dr. Charles Kromkowski, a
political scientist, focused
upon how even modern
democratic institutions and
practices fall far short of the
type of universalism
envisioned by the Catholic
tradition's aspirations for the
common good and the
inherent value of every
person--an insight he noted
is reflected in the works of
the Angelic Doctor, St.
Thomas Aquinas.

Lecture 1, September 30, 2009: "Holy Icons - Holy
_Churches"

Fr. Brendan McAnerney,O.P.--a Dominican priest
with additional priestly faculties in the Melkite Greek Catholic
Church--visited the University of Virginia on September 30-
October 1, 2009. Trained as an artist and art historian in the
Byzantine tradition, Fr. Brendan exposed his UVA audiences
to the theology, history, grammar and techniques that com-
prise the holy art of icons, from its originsin the Eastern
Roman Empire through its development in the Eastern
Catholic and Orthodox Churches.

Icons, Fr. Brendan made clear, are not created by
artists as immediate forms of self-expression or commodities
for self-promotion. Rather, iconographic artists see their ef-
forts as a form of service to the Church and their artistic
"property" as the property of the community. Ilcons, more-
over, are not simply painted pictures of Christ, saints, or
Biblical figures. Instead, icons are part of a tradition of know-
ing whereby both the narrative and meaning of Scrip-
tural stories are captured and learned, and also a medium in
which the material world becomes transparent of its ultimate
origin and future. Icons, thus, do not exist as mere repre-
sentations of the material world or to evoke fleeting emo-
tional responses from their audiences. They are revelatory
experiences for the artist and the audience in that they offer
foretastes and transcendent glimpses beyond the present
moment and space. Following Pope John Paul II's call for
promoting greater unity between the Western and Eastern
Churches in Orientale Lumen (1995), Fr. Brendan further
encouraged all in attendance to become more familiar with
and appreciative of the artistry ofsacred icons and
the interpretative grammar and vocabulary of the icono-
graphic tradition.

2009-10 Public Lecture Series in Review

Lecture Il, October 22, 2009: "The Life and Poetry of
Gerard Manley Hopkins, S.J."

A large audience warmly welcomed Boston College
Professor Paul Mariani, a widely acclaimed authority
on British and American poetry and literature, including
his sixteenth and latest book: Gerard Manley Hopkins,
A Life (Viking, 2008). Gerard Manley Hopkins (1844-
1889), a Catholic convert from Anglicanism while a stu-
dent at Oxford, entered the Society of Jesus at the age
of 24 and lived the rest of his life as a Jesuit priest,
teaching Latin, Greek and the Classics in several sec-
ondary schools and serving as a parish priest in several
working class parishes in Dublin, Wales and England.
Interestingly, in late 1878 Hopkins participated in the
founding of the Catholic Club near Oxford University,
which later was renamed the Newman Society in honor
of John Henry Cardinal Newman  (1801-
1890). Hopkins died in Dublin in 1889, at the age of
44, likely from typhoid fever.

Although his priestly duties anchored his adult
life, Hopkins was deeply moved by the agoniz-
ing shipwreck of the S.S. Duetschland in the winter of
1875, penning a 35-stanza poem The Wreck of the
Deutschland. The unpublished poem was the first in
which Hopkins realized on paper his new rhythmic in-
novation--or as he called it: "sprung rhythm" that was
generated by "scanning by accents or stresses alone,
without any account of syllables, so that a foot may be
one strong syllable or it may be many light and one
strong.” To mark the stresses, Hopkins used blue chalk
on his hand written poem, making it rather unconven-
tional looking. Hopkins additionally experimented
with interior  line alliterations, across line rhyming
schemes, and Welsh suggested chiming rhythms.

Hopkins subsequently developed his Catholic
poetic aesthetic, writing hundreds of other poems,
which he circulated to only a few others, including his
friend Robert Bridges. Hopkins was never interested in
having them published or widely admired. And it was
Bridges who posthumously collected Hopkins's po-
ems and, almost thirty years later, published them in
1918. Even then, Hopkins metrical experiments and
evocative and eclectic images of a world "charged with
the grandeur of God" required time to find their rightfully
appreciative audiences. Today, however, Gerard Man-
ley Hopkins is widely recognized asone of the
great English poets, and his works still inspire and
rhythmically resound throughout the recent history and
ongoing development of contemporary poetry.



Robert Louis Wilken Annual Lectur

Lecture Ill, March 25, 2010: "Catholicism and Culture"

On the Feast of the Annunciation, the St. Anselm Institute
welcomed back Robert Louis Wilken by inaugurating the annual
Robert Louis Wilken Lecture in honor of his dedicated service to
and leadership of the St. Anselm Institute since its founding in
2000. Robert Louis Wilken, the William R. Kenan, Jr. Emeritus
Professor of the History of Christianity at the University of Virginia,
is the author, editor and translator of numerous scholarly books
and articles. The Department of Religious Studies was pleased to
cosponsor the public lecture of their esteemed colleague.

Prof. Wilken used the copy of Raphael's School of Athens
painting in UVA's Cabell Hall Auditorium as an initial point of ref-
erence. He noted the original painting not only depicted Plato and
Aristotle and the greatest minds of ancient Greece, but that Ra-
phael also painted a companion work known as the Adoration of
the Sacrament. Both paintings hang on opposite walls in the
Pope's Vatican residence. The Adoration painting depicts a mon-
strance on an altar with an exposed Eucharistic host. The Eu-
charist is encircled, above, by the dove of the Holy Spirit, Christ,
and God the Father, and below by many of the Church's greatest
teachers and inspirational leaders, including Sts. Augustine, Am-
brose, Aguinas, Dominic and Francis as well as artists Fra Ange-
lico and Bramante, and the poet Dante. Prof. Wilken explained
how early medieval Christian writers recognized the contributions
of classical civilization and appropriated the best of the ancient
world to create a new Christian culture. For example, Prudentius,
a 4th century Latin Christian poet, employed classical Latin verse-
-not the lyrical structures of the Psalms-- to sing Christ 6 s |

Schiltz confidently contended that feminists from a faith
tradition like Catholicism, which takes embodiment se-
riously, must necessarily be more active participants
in discussions of gender identity. By closely exploring
ways in which a more robust Catholic understanding of
the complementarity principle is similar to and different
from secular feminist versions of this idea, Prof. Schiltz
confidently demonstrated how Catholic (and Christian) fe-
minists have much to offer to ongoing debates about how
the verities of engendered differences offer compel-
ling foundations for rethinking pressing issues like work-
place discrimination and family leave policies.
